Campers are selected based on all the required application materials. Students who do not
submit all the applications materials by the application deadline are not considered. A
committee of LUMCON educators, scientists, and graduate students review the application
materials of all applicants and selects the campers. Applicants will be notified about the status
of their applications about one week after the application deadline. No applications will be
reviewed before the application deadline. After notification of acceptance a student packet will
be sent with an invoice for the payment of $400/student.
